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Barbara Mélois is a graduate of the ESNAM in Charleville-Mézières.
She has presented her shows in France and elsewhere (Germany, Austria, Belgium, China, Canada, 
Korea, Croatia, Spain, Finland, Greece, Italy, Israel, Holland, Portugal, Poland, the UK, Rumania, Slove-
nia, Serbia, Switzerland, the Czech Republic, the USA).
Her performances are in four language, with many bilingual versions.

After adhesive ribbons (Is this a life?, 1990), aluminium (Aluminiatures, 1995), cellophane 
(Diaphanie or the Memoirs of a Fairy, 1999), toilet paper (Life is a bed of roses or is it?, 
2003) and gift wrapping paper (Bolduc, 2011), it is ordinary printing paper she uses in 
her latest creation Esquisses.



In each of her shows, Barbara Mélois weaves an imaginary web, in which the mundane becomes a fairy tale, 
and the most prosaic materials change into chimera, monsters and marvels.

In an open space evoking the corporate universe, a secretary carries out repetitive work on a paper shredder.  
To escape from her humdrum job, she invents a dream life where scraps of crumpled paper which spill out 
of office waste paper bins change into beaches with fine sand, into exotic voyages, into love stories on the 
other side of the world.  Manipulated, torn and lit up, administrative documents are transformed under the 
eyes of the audience into a singular and fantastic cosmogony peopled by heroes made of ephemeral paper, 
who come to life during a sketch, a dream, or a song.

Accompanied on stage by the musician Floran Théault, Barbara Mélois leads us on a tender, poetic,  
jubilatory journey made of shadows and paper.
